He was awarded
the IEEE Third Millennium Medal in 2000.

Apart from his academic activities, Dr. Chang has been actively involved in a
number of civic and not-for-profit organizations including serving on the
Commission on Independent Colleges & Universities (CICU), been a member
of Mayor Michael Bloomberg's Transition Team and Mayor's Committee on
Appointments.

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1. Who is eligible to apply?
Undergraduate students, or high school students in 11th
or 12th grade in the US.

2. Who will my classmates be?

You will study with students from different US
universities, including but not limited to Chinese
international students, with a pure US classroom
atmosphere. After class, G-MEO will organize various
kinds of extracurricular activities to help student make
friends, build their network, and widen their view of the
world.

3. Which university is G-MEO partnering with?
G-MEO is an independent international education
organization. G-MEO co-established the Chengdu
American Center for Study Abroad with the endorsement
of the Chengdu municipal government. The Center
offersUS university credits year-round, including
Spring/Fall semesters and Summer sessions, with
academic calendars very similar to those of US
universities. For Summer sessions, one of our partner
universities, Fairleigh Dickinson University (FDU), serves
as the School of Record, and issues transcripts at the end
of the session.

4. Who provides the academic courses for
G-MEO’s Summer sessions?

The G-MEO Summer courses are provided US universities,
including Fairleigh Dickinson University (FDU), the biggest
comprehensive private University in New Jersey. All
courses are part of the US university undergraduate study
curriculum. Universities will supervises and monitors
academic quality as a whole.
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5. Will the credits be transferable?

Fairleigh Dickinson University (FDU) will issue the
transcripts at the end of the Summer sessions and send
the hard/electronic copies to the students’ home
institutions. In order to ensure that all credits transfer, G-
MEQ'’s academic counselor will help get each student’s
course selection approved by the academic advisor at
their home institution before admission. Throughout G-
MEQ'’s history, all credits have been transferred
successfully. All students’scores and transcripts will be
recorded permanently by partner universities so that
students can turn to FDU to request additional copies for
graduate study or other purposes.

6. Will FDU credits be recognized by other
Universities?

Generally speaking, there is no problem with mutual
recognition between regular American universities. In
order to reduce the risk, we will guide students to contact
their academic advisor for approval before getting
admitted and receiving their invoice.

7. What is the process like for credit transfer?

After the program ends, FDU will send the transcripts to
the undergraduate admissions office of each student’s
home university. The admissions office will get the credits
transferred and input the information in the school’s
system. Usually, it takes about 2 weeks to 2 months based
on different procedures/situations in different
universities.
